The RIHCA Executive Board will select a Scholarship Selection Committee
composed of 4 members of the RIHCA.

The scholarship recipients will be announced at each recipients All- Division
awards night. A formal letter of selection will be presented by the President
of the RIHCA. In the event the President of the RIHCA is unable to attend
the awards event, a designated person of the RIHCA will make the
presentation.

In the event the recipient does not accept the scholarship, or is disqualified by
virtue of having dropped out of college; the scholarship will be awarded to the
next highest rated applicant by the Scholarship Selection Committee.

The scholarship check will be paid directly to the student, after the first
semester, upon submission of evidence of acceptance and/or continued
attendance.

The scholarship award will be forfeited if the student drops out of college
during the first semester or fails to return for the second semester. Should this
occur, paragraph 7 (above) shall apply.

Applications for scholarships may be obtained from your high school coach
and must be received by the RIHCA no later than February 15th of each year.
All applications should be returned by mail to the RIHCA Scholarship
Committee chairperson
